Am I able to solve task assigned to me with a good
result within a certain time frame on my own and
concentrated?

Can I integrate into a group, participate and contribute
to qualitatively good solutions? Do I present group
results in class? Can I also concentrate outside the class
room and contribute important results in the
subsequent evaluation in class?

Do I participate in class discussions and increase the
quality of the evaluation with my contributions?

Do my contributions reveal a high standard language
level? Can I integrate special vocabulary items and
express myself in a detailed and differentiated manner?
Do my contributions refer to the questions? Are my
answers correct? Can I support my assumptions and
interpretations with backup material? Can I combine
facts and deduct important insights?

At the end of the term you will be asked to write a short comment about yourself
concerning the criteria mentioned above and to give yourself a corresponding
mark. I will add my comments to your version and also provide a mark. If the
two marks do not diverge more than half a grade, mine will be relevant. If the
divergence is more, a short private talk will have to settle the matter.

(paper or email). It has to be detailed including to the criteria mentioned

above.
